1. Request from Bill Morrissey, member of Mid-Town Lofts, LLC, 1019 3
rd

 Avenue, 

61104  in the 11
th

 Ward, to repeal “2 Hour” parking restriction on the south side of  3
rd

 

Avenue from 6
th

 Street to 7
th

 Street. (Commission discussed that they had previously 

reviewed this item in October of 2008. Traffic Commission at the time the commission 

recommended only eliminating parking restrictions on the north side of 3rd Avenue.  

Commission discussed leaving parking in front Nicolson Garden Store.  Commission 

recommended removing parking restriction from 160 feet west of 7
th

 Street to 7
th

 Street. 

Motion by G. McIntyre, seconded by L. Carlson. Voted 9-0) 

 

2. Request in the 5
th

 Ward from Alderman Beck, 12
th

 Ward, to repeal the existing “2 Hour” 

parking restriction on the east side of S. Church Street from 35 feet north of Green Street 

to 60 feet north of Green Street and establish one “Handicap Parking” stall on the east 

side of S. Church Street and from 35 feet north of Green Street to 60 feet north of Green 

Street.  (Commission discussed that the space was next to a stripped crosswalk. 

Commission recommended approving the Handicap Space. Motion by G. Wilson, 

seconded by G. Zawislak Voted 9-0)  
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Other items: 

 

1. V. McLean discussed that he would be asking for a midblock crossing across Mulberry for 

people requesting para-transit from RMTD.  J. Carter stated he would add it to the October 

agenda.
