Revise Note 33 added per Addendum No. 1 to the following:

GRATES SHALL BE INSTALLED ON FLARED END SECTIONS 24-INCH AND GREATER.  TRAVERSABLE PIPE GRATES ON ALL CONCRETE END SECTIONS 27-INCH OR GREATER.  THE COST OF THE GRATES SHALL BE INCLUDED IN THE UNIT PRICE FOR RESPECTIVE PAY ITEM.



The following are answers to contractor questions regarding the above mentioned bid package.

1. Contractor Question: 	Special provision for concrete end sections standard 542001 on page 24 specifies that traversable pipe grates must be installed on all end sections 15" and greater.  IDOT standards require these on end sections starting at 27" and larger, and consequently there are no details / dimensions available for the smaller end sections on this project.  Can details and dimensions be provided for the pipe grates on the smaller end sections? 

Response:	These are standard as supplier by the FES casting company, consult IDOT approved producer list

2. Contractor Question:	Watermain material related questions:  Are C110 full body MJ fittings required or can we use C153 compact?  Are all watermain nuts & bolts to be stainless steel?

Response:	Fittings shall meet the requirements of the City of Rockford Standards for Water Distribution System Design and Specifications, Dated December 9, 2013.  Per the Special Provisions all water main nuts and bolts are stainless steel. 

3. Contractor Question:	Item # LR400860 FD reclamation 6.0 The contractors that we have contacted regarding the fd reclamation are concerned that this work will not fit in the time frame the project is allowing.  The estimated mix design approval is approximately 2 weeks with a possible re-submittal needed another 2 Weeks and there is a two week estimated material delivery.  This could push the work into mid. October.  With a 50 deg and rising temp. restriction this is of concern.  Will there be any provisions added to the project if the weather restricts this work.
 
Response:	At this time, no special provisions will be added for weather limitations.  All reviews and approvals will be completed in an expedited manner.  If weather limitations are encountered during construction, appropriate measures will made in consultation with the City, Engineer and Contractor.

4. Contractor Question: Item # SP4200000 STMPD CLRD PCC MED 10 Is there a schedule for the locations of the stamped concrete.

Response:	No schedule is provided.  Stamped concrete is only for the truck apron on Sheet 41, PP Airport Drive 2  and is labeled as F, which corresponds to the PP Legend found on Sheet 39. 

5. Contractor Question:    Regarding railroad insurance – there are some inconsistencies in the document about RR insurance, section 3-6 doesn’t indicate that RR insurance is required, but sec 3-10 says yes but doesn’t give limits.  Can you clarify?

Response:     Railroad insurance is required as follows:

Licensee shall purchase and maintain insurance or shall certify self-retained liability coverage as specified below covering the Road Crossing, all the work and services to be performed hereunder, and all obligations assumed hereunder, from effective date of this License until termination, unless duration is stated to be otherwise, with insurance companies assigned a current Financial Strength Rating of at least A and Financial Size Category of X or better by A.M.Best Company:

A. Workers Compensation and Employers Liability Insurance providing statutory workers compensation benefits mandated under applicable state law and employers' liability insurance subject to a minimum limit of $1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury by accident, $1,000,000 each employee for bodily injury by disease and $1,000,000 policy limit for bodily injury by disease.
B. Commercial General Liability Insurance written on an occurrence basis subject to limit of $1,000,000 each occurrence for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury and libel and/or slander with an annual aggregate limit of no less than $2,000,000. Policy coverage is to be based on usual Insurance Services Office ("ISO") policy forms to include, but not be limited to: Operations and Premises Liability, Completed Operations and Products Liability, Personal Injury Liability and Contractual Liability insurance. Any and all General Liability policies procured by Licensee shall be amended to delete any and all railroad exclusions including exclusions for working on or within fifty feet (50') of any railroad property, railroad track, railroad bridge, trestle or tunnel.
C. Business  Automobile  Liability  Insurance  subject  to  a  m1mmum  limit  of $1,000,000 each accident for bodily injury and property damage. Policy coverage shall be based on ISO policy forms referred to as Business Automobile Policy ("BAP") to cover motor vehicles owned, leased, rented, hired or used on behalf of Licensee.
D. Umbrella Liability Insurance written on an occurrence basis subject to a limit of$4,000,000 each occurrence for bodily injury, property damage, personal injury and libel and/or slander. Policy coverage is to be at least as broad as primary coverages and include, but not be limited  to,  Operations  and  Premises  Liability,  Completed  Operations  and  Products  Liability, Personal Injury Liability, and Contractual Liability insurance. Completed Operations coverage is to be maintained for a period of no less than three (3) years after the termination or cancellation of this License.
E. All insurance required of Licensee with the exception of Workers Compensation and Employers Liability shall include Licensor and any subsidiary, management  company, parent, owners and affiliates of Licensor, and their respective partners, successors, assigns, legal representatives, officers, directors, members, managers, shareholders, employees, agents, contractors and any third party railroad permitted by Licensor to use Licensor's facilities as additional insured and include wording which states that the insurance shall be primary and not excess over or contributory with any insurance carried by Licensor and its affiliates.
F. All insurance shall provide a minimum of thirty (30) days advance written notice of insurer's intent to cancel or otherwise terminate policy coverage.
G. Licensee shall file with Licensor and its affiliates on or before the effective date of this License a valid Certificate of Insurance for all required insurance policies. Each certificate shall identify Licensor, its affiliates and other required parties as set forth above as additional insured and state that Licensor and its affiliates will receive a minimum of thirty (30) days advance written notice of insurer's intent to cancel or otherwise terminate policy coverage. Prior to expiration of such insurance, Licensee shall supply updated Certificates of Insurance that clearly evidence the continuation of all coverage in the same manner, limits of protection, and scope of coverage, as was provided by the original Certificates.
H. Licensee hereby waives all rights of subrogation against Licensor, its affiliates and other required parties as set forth above for damages to the extent covered by insurance. All insurance policies of Licensee shall allow that any release from liability of or waiver of claim for recovery from any other party entered into in writing by Licensee prior to any loss or damage shall not affect the validity of said policy(ies) or the right of the insured or insureds to recover under them.
I. In the event that installation or maintenance of the Road Crossing is to be performed by a private contractor, such contractor shall execute Licensor's standard agreement for right of entry and use of premises and provide evidence of insurance coverage as specified in such agreement.


All other portions remained unchanged.
