ORDINANCE FOR THE SALE OF REAL ESTATE
(349 Quaker Road)
[bookmark: _GoBack]WHEREAS, the City of Rockford (the “City”)  owns real  property at the southwest corner of  Peoples Avenue and Seminary Street, in the City of Rockford, commonly known as  349 Quaker Road, consisting of three parcels, delineated on Exhibit A (the “Property”); and  Note: Exhibit A outlines Tax Code Parcels 11-34-477- 1, 2 and 3.
WHEREAS, the Property was formerly used by the City for a municipal landfill known as the Peoples Avenue Landfill, and the landfill was closed in 1972; and 
WHEREAS, it is hereby found that the continued ownership of the Property is no longer necessary, appropriate, required for the use of, profitable to, or for the best interests of the City ; and
WHEREAS, in order to protect the health, safety and welfare of future occupants of the Property as well as the public, any sale of the Property shall be subject to conditions described below; and
 WHEREAS, the City wishes to dispose of the Property subject to those conditions.
THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF ROCKFORD, ILLINOIS, THAT:
Section 1:  The findings of the above recitations are hereby incorporated and made part of this ordinance.
Section 2: The City Council offer for sale the City-owned property at 349 Quaker Road, as delineated on Exhibit A, attached hereto and made part hereof. 
Section 3: The City reserves the right to reject all bids or withhold from sale any property which it is bound by lease or agreement not to sell.  
Section 4: The Notice of said sale and the fact that said City of Rockford will receive bids for the purchase of said real estate shall be advertised in the Rock River Times, a weekly newspaper published in said City of Rockford, for three (3) consecutive weeks, the first publication to be not less than thirty (30) days before the day provided in said Notice for the opening bids for the real estate.
Section 5: The said Notice shall set forth the fact that said bids will be received until 11:00 A.M., local Rockford time on November 2, 2015 at the office of the City of Rockford Purchasing Manager and shall be accompanied by a bank cashier’s or certified check payable to the City of Rockford for at least ten (10) percent of the amount of the bid, the balance to be paid in cash by the successful bidder within not more than fifteen (15) calendar days from the date of the City Council’s acceptance of his bid.  The City of Rockford reserves the right to accept or reject any and all bids.
Section 6:  The sale shall be subject to the following terms and conditions, which shall be the subject of restrictions in the deed from the City to the successful bidder: 
A. The property shall be used for industrial purposes and comply with the City Zoning Code respecting such uses.

B. The property shall be improved within a reasonable time according to a site plan submitted with the proposal to purchase.
C.	The purchaser acknowledge the former use of the site as a landfill and agree not to disturb the present cover of the landfill with excavations into that cover more than two feet deep.
D. 	The City shall indemnify the purchaser from liability caused by use of the site as a former landfill, but the purchaser shall grant the City reasonable access to the site for environmental testing and remedial actions if necessary. The City shall 	take reasonable measures to avoid loss to purchaser improvements or operations, but shall not be responsible for such losses if required by state or federal enforcement actions.
E. 	The purchaser shall be responsible for its own operations on the property, and shall not place hazardous substances on the property.
Section 7 : The City may award the sale of the Property to the person submitting the bid that the City Council determines to be in the best interests of the City.
Section 8: The provisions and sections of this Ordinance shall be deemed severable, and the invalidity of any portion of this Ordinance shall not affect the validity of the remainder.
Section 9: All orders, resolutions, or ordinances in conflict herewith are hereby repealed insofar as such conflict exists and this Ordinance shall take effect immediately upon its passage, approval, and publication, as required by law.
Section 10: A full, true, and complete copy of this Ordinance shall be published within ten (10) days after passage in pamphlet form by and under authority of the Corporate Authorities.
