To:  All Bidders:

We received some questions from a prospective vendor.  The questions and responses are listed below:

Is it the City’s intent to have the Consultant pick one real site within each of the eight identified Clusters (eight total potential Brownfields Sites) for which the Consultant feels should be the First Priority Site within that cluster?   YES 
Are we to provide a narrative as to why the Site or each of the eight Sites were selected, in our proposal?  YES  

It is our experience that Brownfields Site selection requires input from both City officials and real estate professionals/developers.    Our selection would have neither the benefit from City official or real estate professionals, a listing of potential real Sites, nor would Site specific information be available to aide in our prioritization of available Sites. Can the City provide additional direction as to what is expected from the Consultant for this proposal with regard to Site prioritization?   The City is most interested in Redevelopment Potential.

Item 4.6 Page 7 Bullet No. 2:  The second bullet is asking for a detailed proposal to complete Tasks 1 through 6 identified in Section 3.4.  What is the City’s requirement for a detailed proposal? Providing additional details beyond the Task Information provided that provides information concerning your company’s approach.

Section 3.3 appears to require that we provide 8 narratives. Correct. One for the highest priority site within each of the 8 brownfield clusters. Correct.  To identify and describe the first priority site within each of the 8 Brownfield Clusters (as required in Section 3.3 of the RFP), we need more information about the sites within the clusters. Where can we find information about the sites in each cluster so we can review and provide the requested narrative?  See additional information below.  

Task 5 identifies the City will lead 12 Public meetings each year.  It appears the services desired from the consultant for the public meetings will be limited only to the production of display boards. What other services (if any) does the City wish the consultant to provide under Task 5? The Consultant may need to present the results of 
a Phase I or Phase II ESA, or when a site is further along, the recommended Cleanup Plan. At some meetings, there may be some technical questions.

What activities does the City expect the consultant to provide under Task 6? It appears none since the budget table has no listing for contractual support. There are none under Task 6.

Other information:

Total pages to submit is 18 maximum, giving a few more pages for resumes.

A site visit, Google Earth and the Sanborn Maps would probably be useful in selecting the sites.
The City will not be extending the bid opening date and will no longer be taking any additional questions so as to give enough time for everyone to respond to the proposal with all the addendum.  
Additional Information concerning the Brownfield Assessment Grant Areas (Brownfield Clusters):
1.
Preston Street Corridor: this area is bounded by Horace Avenue on the west, Preston Street (generally) on the north, Stanley Street on the east and the Com Ed Power line (former Chicago and Northwestern RR line) on the south. Size    220    Acres: Major Streets -- Preston Street has major industrial development to the south and smaller industrial sites to the north. Central Avenue bisects the area and was not constructed until the early 1980’s, roughly 100 years after the original industries were constructed along the Chicago and Northwestern RR line that reached the area (from Chicago) before 1860. The North Branch of the Kent Creek flows through this area on the way to the Rock River. There have been no USEPA-funded assessments performed in this area.

2.
Southeast Rail Corridors/ Beltways: This area is bordered by the Rock River on the West (excluding Blackhawk Park) Harrison Avenue on the south, 11th Street on the east and College Fifth Avenue on the north. There is a projection along the rail lines to the east, with Broadway on the south. Acreage: 1400:  Industrial development flourished in this area as through rail lines, the Illinois Central (now CN), the Chicago and Northwestern (now UP), the Chicago, Burlington and Quincy (now Illinois Railway) and the Milwaukee Road (now abandoned south of the Rock River). Each of the railways had industrial spurs and two had major industrial beltways. Few of these spurs and beltways remain, however, but numerous vacant or underutilized sites can be found. Major Streets: Eleventh Street, Kishwaukee Street and Seminary Street run north and south; Kishwaukee is Illinois 251 within this area; Harrison Avenue is the major street on the south boundary, and there are several east-west collector streets including College-5th Avenue, Broadway, and 18th Avenue. Despite the size of this area, there have been few USEPA-funded assessments here. Those that were performed were on Kishwaukee Street.

3.
Barber Colman Village: This area is bounded by the Rock River on the east, South Main Street to the west, Kent Creek to the north and Island Avenue to the south. This area is approximately 100 acres and is served by the CN Rail Line. Within this area, only the 15 acre Barber Colman site has been fully assessed. Cleanup of the site is at 90%, and additional RLF funding to complete the cleanup has been approved.

4.
South Main Rail Yards: This is the rail yard area west of South Main Street extending west to Winnebago Street, north to the UP line and Cedar Street and South to Morgan Street. Brownfield area 3 and 5 are adjacent to the 
south and east. This area is approximately 54 acres, and only the Lorden/Eclipse Depot sites at 715 and 815 South Main Street (5 acres total) have been fully assessed and cleaned up.

5.
South Main Street Water Power District/ South Downtown: This area is primarily located east of South Main Street to the Rock River on the east, Kent Creek on the South and Cedar Street on the north. Both this area and area 3 are served by the Morgan Street Bridge to the east. This area is only 29 acres, approximately, but it is Rockford’s oldest industrial area. There has been assessment work performed only on the northwestern -most parcel on this site

6.
Northwest Rail/Auburn Street Industrial Area: This industrial area parallels the north branch of the Keith Creek, the CP Rail Line and Kilburn Avenue (Illinois 70). The east west section parallels Auburn Street. There is a second section to the north bounded by Huffman Blvd. to the west, Fulton Avenue to the south, north Main Street to the east and Overdene Ave to the CP line to the north. Acreage: This area totals 480 Acres between the two sections. There have been no USEPA-funded assessments performed in this large area.

7.
Ingersoll/Watch Factory Area: This area is bounded by the Rock River on the west, Division Street on the South, Chestnut Street on the north and Madison Street to 1st Street on the east. This area is 30 acres, and it includes the 5-acre Ingersoll site currently under development as the UW Health Sports Factory and the 20 acre Commonwealth Edison site which was privately cleaned up this past summer.

8.
North Madison Street Area: This area is bounded by the Rock River on the west, North Madison Street on the east, Whitman Street on the north and Jefferson Street on the south. This site is approximately 40 acres. There have been no USEPA-funded assessments or cleanups performed here. The Prairie Street Brewhouse was successfully redeveloped privately, with some City assistance. 

The following is excerpted from the City of Rockford Application to USEPA for the Hazardous Substance Assessment Grant:

 1) The Preston Street Corridor, 220 acres, is an industrial corridor that is primarily located between Preston Street and the Union Pacific Rail line following Kent Creek (south branch) west from the Rock River for almost 2 miles in Census Tracts 25 and 26. Abandoned factories include Twin Disc as well as the former JI Case Plant and several smaller industrial plants. Known and suspected soil and groundwater contaminants include chromium and chlorinated solvents. Except for approximately 50% of the former JI Case Plant there have been no environmental assessments or cleanups performed. 2) The Southeast Rail Corridors/Industrial Belt, 1400 acres, includes several different types of Brownfield sites along the former Milwaukee Road, Chicago Burlington and Quincy, Chicago Northwestern and Illinois Central main lines and industrial belt lines. Although not the earliest industrial are, this area had extensive industrial development during the 1855-1960 time period. This corridor includes several former furniture manufacturers, foundries, paint manufacturers, metal plating and recycling yards. It follows Keith Creek to the Rock River for about 1mile.The original Testor’s manufacturing plant as well as Rockford National Furniture is found here. Census Tracts 10, 12 and 21    are included in this Brownfield Cluster. Suspected contaminants include lead, chlorinated solvents, and chromium. There have been a limited number of environmental assessments performed in this area to this point. 3) The Barber Colman Village, 100 acres, includes metal plating sites, steel fabricating and foundries. This site is located in Census Tract 28. Suspected contaminants include chromium, lead, and chlorinated solvents. This area includes the former Barber Colman complex and several surrounding manufacturing sites, many adjacent to the Rock River. The 15 acre Barber Colman Complex itself has been fully assessed with Cleanup 90% complete, but the larger surrounding area has not been assessed. A desktop Phase I performed during 2005 indicated that every tract of land in this area is suspected of soil and/or 
groundwater contamination. Heavy truck repair and metal plating are known to have taken place. Chlorinated solvents, lead and chromium are the suspected contaminants. 4) The South Main Rail Yards is a 54 acre site adjacent to Kent Creek, of which 5 acres have been fully assessed and   cleanup is scheduled to take place during the winter and spring of 2016. The other 49 acres include the former Eclipse Manufacturing site, Roper Gas Furnaces and several other manufacturing operations that once had direct rail access. There is known contamination, in the groundwater, of chlorinated solvents and suspected contamination of chromium and lead. This site is located in Census Tract 27 and 28 immediately north of the South Main Business District. 5) South Main Street Water Power District / South Downtown, 29 acres, is Rockford’s oldest industrial area and currently is 50% Brownfield sites and 50% active manufacturing by one company, WA Whitney. This site is adjacent to the Rock River and located immediately east of the South Main Rail Yards in Census Tract 28, and it has the same suspected contaminants. 6) The Northwest Rail/Auburn St. Industrial Area, is a 480 acre industrial corridor with several industrial sites along the former Milwaukee Road Rail line and its rail spurs.  Vacant industrial sites include a lumber yard, automotive parts manufacturing, a defense plant that made ammunition and later electrical wire. Contaminants expected in this area include chlorinated solvents, lead and chromium. This line follows Kent Creek (north branch) through part of Rockford 7) The Ingersoll/Watch Factory area is located immediately south of Downtown along the east bank of the Rock River. This area is approximately 30 acres in size, with 5 acres being fully assessed and cleanup nearing completion. Assessment and cleanup are needed at the former Com Ed power plant/transformer yard and the Rockford Watch Factory. These sites are critical to the success of the Indoor Sports Center to be developed at the former Ingersoll site. Suspected contaminants include petroleum, chlorinated solvents and PCB’s. 8) North Madison Street Area, 40 acres, is an old industrial area along the rail lines heading north along the Rock River and included chemical processing and other manufacturing activities. There are a variety of hazardous substances that could be found. It is important to note that each of these Brownfield areas, though not entirely Brownfield sites, has potential impacts to the Rock River or its major tributaries, Kent Creek and Keith Creek.
All other portions remained unchanged.
