Human Trafficking Grant Program
Application

1.0 Scope
1.1 Under the Human Trafficking Grant Program , the City of Rockford Human Services Department has been authorized by City Council to provide funds for rehabilitation, education, job training and outreach for victims of human trafficking with a focus on addressing persons engaged in prostitution.   The City of Rockford Human Services Department will be accepting applications and making awards based upon available funding.  The source of funding is  fees collected as a result of an impounded vehicle being operated on the public way  while the operator of said vehicle is committing the offense of Solicitation of a Sexual Act as defined in 720 ILCS 5/11-14.1 to not-for-profit organizations providing these services within the City of Rockford. This allocation is established under City of Rockford Code of Ordinances Section 17-41(m) and as such will have standards to meet which are outlined in the notice below.  Due to the limited funding, no applications requesting funds for administrative purposes will be considered for funding.  Costs to the applicant for preparation and submission of the application are not allowable under the Human Trafficking Grant Program.

2.0 Eligible Applicants.
2.1  Any not-for-profit provider may apply for funding.  A not-for-profit organization is defined as a secular or religious organization described in Section 501(c) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, making it exempt from taxation, assuring it has an accounting system and a voluntary governing board and practices non-discrimination in the provision of services

3.0 General Requirements
3.1 Vendor Qualifications.  No contract shall be awarded except to a responsible non-profit capable of providing the class of service described.

3.2 Evaluation.  Awards will be made on a competitive basis.  The department will review each proposal for completeness and eligibility and the City of Rockford’s Human Services Department staff will make decisions on awards.
  
3.3 Submittal.  An original and two (2) copies of the proposal must be submitted by the 15th of February, May, August and November at City of Rockford Community Action Agency, 555 N Court Street #301.

3.4 Contact.  Prior to the award of contract to the successful vendor, prospective vendors shall contact Christopher Greenwood at christopher.greenwood@rockfordil.gov or (779) 348-7569 if they have questions regarding the application.

4.0 Specific Requirements
4.1 Assist human trafficking victims in obtaining appropriate services essential for achieving independent living such as permanent housing, medical treatment, mental health treatment, counseling, GED attainment, job training and other federal, state and local assistance available for this population.  

4.2 Rehabilitation services that include addressing the physical and mental health of victims.

4.3 Safety services that include housing relocation and stabilization services as well other methods employed to address the immediate safety of the victim.
 
4.4 Education services that includes the costs of providing preventive education to the community.  

4.5 Street Outreach that includes the costs of providing essential services necessary to reach out to victims of human trafficking, connect them with emergency shelter, housing, or critical services; and provide urgent, non-facility based care to victims who are unwilling or unable to access emergency shelter, housing or an appropriate health facility.

4.6 Ineligible Activities.  Human Trafficking Grant Program funds MAY NOT be used for:
4.6.1 Acquisition of real property
4.6.2 Mortgage payments
4.6.3 Property clearance or demolition 
4.6.4 Rehabilitation administration 
4.6.5 Staff training or fund raising activities associated with rehabilitation 
4.6.6 Building rehabilitation services performed by a not-for-profit organization, such as preparation of work specifications, loan processing or inspections.
4.6.7 Depreciation Costs associated with the organization 
4.6.8 Public relations or fund raising 
4.6.9 Staff recruitment, training, entertainment, conferences, or retreats 
4.6.10 Salary of case management supervisor when not working directly on participant issues 
4.6.11 Advocacy, planning, and organizational capacity building 
4.6.12 Transportation costs not directly associated with service delivery 
4.6.13 Building maintenance and repairs 
4.6.14 Direct payments to individuals 
4.6.15 Application for Federal Funds or Un-programmed Funds 
4.6.16 Bad debts/late fees 

4.7 Definition of Sex Trafficking FBI- Sex trafficking occurs when people are forced or coerced into the commercial sex trade against their will.  Child sex trafficking includes any child involved in commercial sex.  Sex traffickers frequently target vulnerable people with histories of abuse and then use violence, threats, lies, false promises, debt bondage, or other forms of control and manipulation to keep victims involved in the sex industry.  Sex trafficking exists within the broader commercial sex trade, often at much larger rates than most people realize or understand.  Sex trafficking has been found in a wide variety of venues of the overall sex industry, including residential brothels, hostess clubs, online escort services, fake massage businesses, strip clubs, and street prostitution. 

5.0 Program Requirements  
The Human Trafficking Grant Program contains program requirements which may have an impact on the design or eligibility of a project.  Therefore, it is important to be aware of the various limitations, assurances, and requirements associated with the program.  

5.1 Quality Services and Appropriate Referral Linkages.  Individuals must have access to assistance in obtaining appropriate support services.  This includes permanent housing, medical and mental health treatment, counseling and similar services essential to achieving independent living.  A referral system must be demonstrated to be in place, providing for quality services and aid (whether or not these services are to be provided with grant funds) and ensuring a coordinated approach to serving the victim).

5.2 Time Frame for Use of Funds.  All funds must be expended within 12 months from the date of award.  Be advised that failure to expend funding on a consistent and timely manner may result in negative scoring under future applications. 

5.3 Case Management
5.3.1 Special Guidance on Case Management.  Sub-recipients using funding to fund Case Management activities must understand and agree to the following special guidance.
5.3.2 Clarifying Case Management.  While acknowledging that case management should remain flexible to best serve the individual needs of households, the following defines basic expectations as to what is provided. 
· Case Management.  To provide coordination for the household; to provide more intensive interaction and services for clients. 
· Work closely with the household to acquire and maintain stable housing which is affordable to them.
· Work with participants to develop a plan, set goals, and help participants stay on course.
· Employ best practices to help the household identify its strengths and opportunities, as well as underlying issues which could undermine success if not addressed.
· Provide information and encouragement for the household (or members of the household) to avail themselves of other appropriate services or take appropriate action to address barriers.
· Maintain a relationship with household, identifying the appropriate level of support without creating over-dependence. This includes providing -- when appropriate – follow-up case management for higher-risk families after they have moved into permanent housing.

6.0 Administrative Requirements  
The not-for-profit provider will be required to report fiscal and project data on a quarterly basis to the City of Rockford Department of Human Services.  All financial, statistical, property, materials, supplies, and supporting documentation must be retained for a period of 5 years from the termination of the grant period.  The following administrative requirements apply to the Human Trafficking Grant Program:

6.1 Progress Reports.  Quarterly progress reports will be required by the department.  Also, requests for payment must be submitted at least quarterly and may only include expenses incurred after the date of the Agreement.  The department reserves the right to request additional information to further clarify or document activities as may be necessary.  

6.2 Financial Management Standards.  The grantee is accountable for all funds received under this program.  The grantee must maintain accountability over all funds, equipment, property and other assets under the grant as required by the department.  Records shall be kept which detail the expenditures of grant funds and accurately document such expenditures.  Financial management must meet the standards outlined in the relevant OMB (Office of Management and Budget) regulations for non-profit organizations.

6.3 Audits.  The grantee will be responsible for having an annual audit of all grant records.  Such audit must be performed by an independent public accountant, certified and licensed by the authority of the State of Illinois.  The grant audit should be conducted as part of the grantee’s annual audit.  Any grantee determined to have misused grant funds (i.e. fraud and abuse, noncompliance with this program, noncompliance with terms and conditions of the grant document) as a result of an audit, shall be ineligible to apply for and receive funds under this program.

6.4 Additional Documentation.  The department reserves the right to request additional documentation as necessary.
