Status of Current USEPA Grants
FY  2010 Cleanup Grant for the  Ingersoll Site on South Water Street
The Ingersoll site consists of two large interconnected buildings to the west of South Water Street and three smaller interconnected buildings on the east side of South Water Street.
The City will soon initiate the Public Comment Period for this proposed environmental cleanup. The Draft Action Memo and Community Relations Plan have been submitted to USEPA for their review.  The proposed environmental cleanup for this site consists of the following: 1) Asbestos removal from all the buildings, starting with the large building to the west of S. Water Street; 2) removal of the petroleum product from beneath the large building on the west side of South Water Street and 3) potential soil cleanup on the south west corner of the site.
The asbestos removal is proposed for the large buildings, initially, because an adaptive reuse of these larger buildings has been proposed. Asbestos removal within the smaller buildings  will take place when adaptive reuse of these buildings is proposed.
The petroleum product removal is proposed primarily to protect the Rock River from release of this product into the river. At the present time, this product is trapped under the building and behind the seawall to the west of the building.
Soil cleanup may be needed at the southwest corner of the site. Additional soil samples will determine the extent of the cleanup, if required.
The FY 2010 Cleanup Grant is for $200,000. The Revolving Loan Fund will be used to complete these Cleanups in the event that Cleanups are not completed within this $200,000 Budget.

FY 2008 Revolving Loan Fund  (RLF)Grant
The City will soon initiate the Public Comment Period for the proposed environmental cleanup at 5 sites using this Revolving Loan Fund. The Draft Action Memo and Community Relations Plan have been submitted to USEPA for their review.  
The five sites proposed for the use of this funding source are: 1) Barber Colman; 2) South Main Rail Yards; 3) Tapco; 4) Amerock and 5) Ingersoll. 
These funds can only be used for environmental cleanup or demolition required to perform environmental cleanup.
At Barber Colman, it is anticipated that the RLF funding will be used to complete the Groundwater Injections, if required, and the soil cleanup under Building 17. Funding may also be used for the final asbestos removal of the window glazing.
At the South Main Rail Yards sites, the RLF funds would be used for spot soil cleanup and an engineered barrier. The City has applied for Cleanup Grants for these sites. The RLF would be used to supplement the Cleanup Grants if the City receives one or both of the Grants.
At Tapco, the large structurally unsound building must be demolished before cleanup can occur because the soil under the building is contaminated. The RLF is proposed for demolition of the structure and soil cleanup, if funds remain.
At Amerock, the RLF funds are proposed for asbestos removal, wood block flooring removal, and potentially, lead based paint removal. The City of Rockford has applied for a Cleanup Grant to fund these Cleanups. The RLF would supplement the Cleanup Grant in the event that the City is successful in receiving the Cleanup Grant.
At Ingersoll, the RLF would supplement the existing Cleanup Grant to complete the petroleum product removal, asbestos removal and potential soil Cleanup.

FY 2011 Site Specific Assessment Grant: South Main Rail Yards
The City was given Pre-award approval to start work at this site in July of 2010. Because of this, the Phase II Environmental Site Assessment work at this site is 80% complete at this time. The two dilapidated structures on the site must be removed to complete the assessment work. The City has received approval by USEPA to remove these structures using this assessment grant fund. The demolition and completion of the assessment work is expected by mid summer 2011.
FY 2011 Community-Wide Assessment Grant
The City was given pre-award approval to start work on this program in July of 2010. A Phase I ESA was updated for the Tapco site and a Phase II ESA is largely completed, including an asbestos survey. Work will soon be initiated at other sites.
FY 2008 Community –Wide Assessment Grant
This Grant was completed during early 2010. Close-out documents were recently submitted. Numerous environmental site assessments were completed with this Grant, including Barber Colman, Ingersoll, sites in the Keith Creek flood area, West State Corridor area and several others
FY 2008 Cleanup Grants at Barber Colman Sites
These Grants are nearing completion. Closeout is anticipated during the summer of 2011. This grant was used for the following Cleanup Activities: 1) Asbestos Removal from 12 buildings within the Barber Colman Complex; 2) Groundwater Cleanup through injection of oxidizing agents 3) removal of historic artifacts from the Buildings, including actual inventions and thousands of engineering drawings; and 4) providing security during these processes.
