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ARREST RELEASE

On April 28, 2015, at approximately 0200 hours, Rockford Police Department District 2
patrol officers, along with deputies from the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department,
responded to a disorderly conduct complaint involving a female, who appeared to be in
mental crisis. The female, Tameka Reed, was armed with a butcher knife and had
assaulted a Rockford Police Officer who had entered the home to check her welfare.

Officers were able to contain Reed by preventing her from leaving her bedroom. After
several hours of attempted negotiation, officers breached the outside bedroom window.
Officers continued trying to talk to Reed while summoning the assistance of a counselor
with the Rosecrance/Ware Center.

After an extended period, Reed began throwing shards of glass, from a broken window,
at officers on the perimeter of the residence. Once Reed began throwing glass, she was
Tased by a Sergeant with the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Office. Officers were able to
take Reed into custody without injury to her or the officers on scene.

Reed was transported to a local hospital for a psychological evaluation, and the case was
reviewed by the Winnebago County States Attorney’s Office. The States Attorney’s
office authorized the charge of Aggravated Assault to a Peace Officer.

Reed is presumed innocent unless convicted by a court of law.
