INFORMATION RELEASE 
 

 

On Friday, June 12, 2015, at about 1:40 p.m. Patrol Officers and Detectives from the 

Rockford Police Dept. responded to a residence in the 3100 block of Brendenwood 

Rd. in reference to a Home Invasion.  When they arrived officers learned that two 

Black Male suspects, dressed in hooded sweatshirts, had forced their way into the 

residence.  When the suspects encountered one of the residents they reportedly fired 

a single gunshot from an unknown type of firearm and fled the residence.  The 

resident was not injured during the incident.   

 

Detectives from District 3 Investigations and the Rockford Police Dept. Gang Unit are 

conducting a follow-up investigation into this incident.  One of the individuals 

believed to be responsible for this incident has been taken into custody on an 

unrelated warrant and is currently being held in the Winnebago County Jail.  That 

individual’s name is not being released at this time due to the ongoing nature of the 

investigation. 

 

Based on the information that has been learned by investigators to this point it is 

believed the victim’s residence was intentionally selected for a specific criminal 

purpose; and it does not appear to be a random act.  Anyone with information 

regarding this incident is asked to contact the Rockford Police Dept. or Crime 

Stoppers.
