TheRockfordFire Departmentvascalledandrespondedo aresidentiaktructurefire. Thefirst
arriving unit arrivedon sceneat 06:08hoursSundaymorning. Upontheir arrival theyreportedsmoke
comingfrom anupstairsvindow. Theyproceededo pull afire hoseline andinitiate anattackon what
appearedo beanupstairsbedrooniire. Initial reportsindicatedthattherewerepossiblypeoplehome,
primary searchesf the structurewereperformedandno victims werefoundinside. Subsequenteports
from neighbordndicatedthatthe housewasrecentlyvacatecandthatperhapsho onewascurrently
living in thestructure. Thefire wascontainedo the secondloor of thehome. Therewereno civilian
injuriesor deaths.Onefirefighter wasinjured performingroutinefire groundoperations.He was
transportedrom the scengo SwedishAmericanHospitalwith minor, non-life threateningnjuries. At
thetime of thisreportfire crewsarestill on sceneandthe causeandorigin of thefire is under
investigation.
