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	Narrative: Rockford Fire department responded to a residential fire. The first in unit reported heavy smoke showing from the first and second floor. They deployed a 1 3/4 inch pre-connected hose line and began an interior attack. The residents stated they were upstairs and the smoke alarm went off. They went to the first floor to investigate and found a pan on the stove on fire. They attempted to extinguish the fire themselves but were unable. They then called 911 and exited the residence on their own. Fire crews were able to contain the fire to the kitchen area. Two residents were transported to the hospital for minor smoke inhalation and released. Due to the fire and smoke damage the residents were unable to return to the residence. No firefighter injuries were reported.
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
