	Narrative: The Rockford Fire Department responded to the above address for a house fire.  Engine 1 arrived three minutes after dispatch to find heavy fire showing from the second story at the rear of the building.  The home owner showed up five minutes after us and reported that the building was all clear of life.  Engine 1 and Quint 1 personnel made an aggressive interior attack to try to stop the forward progress of this fire.  Within eight minutes of our arrival, the fire had progressed to the roof and there was structural collapse.  We then pulled out of the building and fought the fire from the outside for the next hour.  After the main body of fire was extinguished, we went back in the building to put out lingering hot spots.  A total of 29 firefighters braved the cold temperatures to extinguish this fire.  The Red Cross responded and assisted the homeowner with relocation.  Our investigators determined that this fire was accidental and the building is a total loss.  One dog and two turtles were saved.
