Arby’s “Hungry for Happiness” Tour To Make Rockford Stop

ROCKFORD - Arby’s “Hungry for Happiness” mobile tour will stop at the
Washington Park Community Center, 3617 Delaware St. in Rockford on Friday, June
14 from Noon - 3:00pm to distribute games and complimentary kids’ meals while
raising awareness about childhood hunger. Launched last year by the Arby's
Foundation in partnership with Share Our Strength's “No Kid Hungry” campaign, the
tour includes an 18-wheel mobile kitchen which will travel to 30 U.S. cities this
summer.
