MESSAGE
On November 24, 2013 at 2:05am members of the Rockford Police Dept and Fire Dept 
were sent to the 300 Block of Kent St in reference to a male who had been hit by a 
vehicle.  Upon arrival, a 23 year old male was found in the alley which runs south from 
Kent St.  This male was transported to a local hospital with life threatening injuries. 
 
Initial investigation revealed the victim was walking from his vehicle toward the Aragona 
Club when he was struck by a vehicle which was traveling north in the alley at a high 
rate of speed.   This vehicle fled the scene and was last seen traveling south on S. Main 
St. 
 
The suspect vehicle was described as a darker colored midsize vehicle.
