Applicants must 
live in Winnebago or Boone County and have a high school diploma or a GED certificate and 
plan to attend a State of Illinois post secondary accredited school or training facility in the fall of 
2010.  There is no age requirement.  Applications are judged by academic attainment or 
potential, area of study, completeness of application and personal interview.  The scholarship 
funds must be used for direct costs of tuition and textbooks.
