– Rockford Police Department Investigations Bureau detectives continue to 

investigate the shooting incident that occurred at the Clock Tower on Saturday, October 15.  

 

The conditions of the victims who were injured have been updated as follows: an 18-year-old 

female who suffered a gunshot wound to the leg has been treated and released; another 18-

year-old female who suffered a gunshot wound to the head has been transferred to a 

rehabilitation facility; a 20-year old male who was shot in the leg has been treated and 

released; and two other victims, a 19-year-old male and a 21-year-old male, remain 

hospitalized in stable condition.  

 

Due to the sensitive nature of the investigation, the names of the victims are not being 

released at this time.
