The City of Rockford is pleased to submit our application to the USEPA for a $ 200,000
Cleanup Grant for the former Ingersoll Site. This property is City-owned and includes
what was once the Ward Pump Company site and the W.F. and John Barnes Company
site. The site is located within an economically distressed area of the City and adjacent to
the Rock River. The City has conducted site assessment activities and found that in order
to redevelop and reuse some of the existing structures, the ground water contamination
(petroleum) and the asbestos need to be addressed. The cleanup dollars provided by the
requested grant will provide the City with the catalyst for the redevelopment of the site
into a Whitewater Park with some support retail. Adjacent Brownfield properties are
likely to be redeveloped as a result of this catalyst, especially the former Rockford Watch
Co. factory.

This area is in desperate need of the opening up of the Rock River to public use. The site
is located along the Rock River and adjacent, across the Rock River to Davis Park. This
site is located within a 1.5 mile stretch of the East Bank of the Rock River where there is
no public access to the River. Our goal is to redevelop the site and create a public open
space amenity with both active and passive recreational use.
